alternative graduation option

* Policy 7.37 revisions will not eliminate the Certificate of
Completion as an option

* Policy 7.37 revisions will incorporate a pathway for
students in the alternate curriculum to earn a regular
diploma

* The pathway to diploma for students in the alternate
curriculum must include evidence of achieved standards
and transitional readiness
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
