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The Wisconsin DPI provides up to $1,000 per student who earns an industry-recognized
credential or certificate on the ACT 59 list. The grant provides an incentive for districts to
grow the number of students earning such credentials by providing funds to pay for training
and/or courses for students to have the opportunity to earn them.

We
anticipate serving 26,000 students at 60 MPS elementary schools for a grant award total of
$1,326,000 ($51 per student).
