— Increase students performing in the proficient category five percentage points and decrease

the students performing below basic by ten percentage points

* Implement strategies to improve attendance

— Schoolwide strategies are part of school improvement plans (e.g., implementation of PBIS

attendance interventions, parent calls, monitoring data)

* Increase 4-year graduation rate

— Closer monitoring of course completion and programming
